6. PRESENTATION ON THE RESULTS OF THE AMBIENT AIR QUALITY STUDY

J. McKay, Jacques Whitford, provided a PowerPoint presentation on the Summary
of 2007 Ambient Air Quality Measurements. He stated that ambient air monitoring
was conducted to quantify ambient levels of selected criteria air contaminants in the
vicinity of the Short-List sites from September to December 2007. The objective of
the monitoring was to verify the conclusions drawn in the report "Application of
Short-List Evaluation Criteria” which utilized available historical data but which was
not site-specific; to determine whether the current ambient concentrations at each
location would support the inclusion of the project; and, to start the long-term
ambient data collection at the preferred site, which is required to develop suitable
background ambient concentration for use in the Environmental Assessment, Air
Quality permitting, and the Site Specific Human Health Risk Assessment.

J. McKay gave an overview of the monitoring locations. He stated the ambient
monitoring station for the Clarington 01 site was within the fenced area of the
project office for the new Water Pollution Control Plant to the southwest of the
short-list site. The location of the ambient monitoring station for the Clarington 04
site was at the Detox Transfer facility on the west side of the property in an open
area behind the administration building. The location of the ambient monitoring
station for the East Gwillimbury 01 site was within the fence line around a utility
building in the north-east corner of the property of the York Region Transit facility.

J. McKay gave an overview of the ambient measurements and stated that these
specific contaminants or indicators of ambient air quality were measured because
they have been collected at various Ministry of the Environment (MOE) and
Environment Canada monitoring stations which allows them to make comparisons
on a much larger data set, and because these are the contaminants that are
typically indicative of what air quality is like in a particular area. He provided an
explanation of the meteorological measurements and noted that the wind roses at
each site are only representative of autumn conditions as the collection of data was
started in September and going into December 2007. He advised they are now
collecting the same level of detail plus additional data at the Clarington 01 site to
have a full season of data because wind speeds and direction can change.

J. McKay explained the summary of ambient measurement data and comparison to
regulatory criteria. He stated there is the potential that throughout the rest of the
year, some of the applicable MOE air quality criteria may be exceeded which is
expected in most of the GTA and Golden Horseshoe at certain times throughout the
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year. This is consistent with the short-list evaluation assumptions and confirms the
results of the short-list evaluation.

J. McKay concluded by stating that only the monitoring at the Courtice station for
the Clarington 01 site will continue until a minimum of one-year of data has been
collected. He advised the monitoring parameters at this site have been expanded to
include metals such as mercury, dioxins and furans, and polycyclic aromatic
hydrocarbons (PAHS) in order to do the Site Specific Human Health Risk
Assessment.

Discussion ensued and it was stated that Ontario Power Generation is starting the
studies required to demonstrate the suitability of a new nuclear power plant at the
Darlington nuclear generating station site in the Municipality of Clarington, which
includes the current environmental conditions on and around the site. It was
guestioned if there was any sharing of information between the Project Team and
OPG in order to compare data. J. McKay stated that the sharing of air quality data
with any industries in the area is beneficial. J. McKay responded to questions
regarding the ambient air quality levels for the Clarington 01 site and clarified that
monitoring at the other two sites has been stopped and the focus is on the
Clarington 01 site. J. McKay and G. Crooks also responded to questions regarding
the hourly and daily maximum measured ambient data.

MOVED by Regional Chair Anderson,
"THAT the consultants report back to the Joint Waste Management
Group (JWMG) on a quarterly basis on the air quality findings for the
Clarington 01 Site; and, that a written explanation on the hourly and daily
measured ambient data be provided to the JWMG, to the members of
Durham and York Regional Councils, and posted on the project study
website, for information purposes.”

JEREMY WOODCOCK, 6 HOGAN CRESCENT, BOWMANVILLE, L1C 4X9,
REGARDING THE DURHAM/YORK ENERGY FROM WASTE ENVIRONMENTAL
ASSESSMENT STUDY

Mr. Woodcock appeared before the Committee to express his concerns with the
Energy from Waste (EFW) project and the leadership of this Council. He questioned
if any human studies have been done on the health effects of emissions from the
existing plants in Durham Region. He stated there are industries operating in the
Durham Region that do not follow the Provincial and Federal health and safety
guidelines and questioned who is responsible for plants operating in an unsafe
manner and who compensates the families. He stated there is a need to ensure
existing and future companies are following the required guidelines. He also
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b)

guestioned if the air quality measurements included fumigation along the shoreline
of Lake Ontario.

Mr. Woodcock responded to questions of the Committee. Discussion ensued and it
was clarified by the consultants that the data presented is based on actual
measurements and does include shoreline fumigation conditions that would occur
and that modeling done for the proposed EFW facility will include this information as
well. The Committee also suggested that staff contact the Ministry of the
Environment and Gerdau Ameristeel to find out if Durham Region, or the Durham
Region Medical Officer of Health, was notified of any non-compliance issues with
respect to their Environmental Assessment or Certificate of Approval.

PAUL-ANDRE LAROSE, 435 GLENDALE AVENUE, OSHAWA, L1J 3H9,
REGARDING THE DURHAM/YORK ENERGY FROM WASTE ENVIRONMENTAL
ASSESSMENT STUDY

Mr. Larose appeared before the Committee to express his concerns with the Energy
from Waste (EFW) project. Mr. Larose provided a copy of his presentation. He
stated he is concerned with the claim that it is possible to bring incineration stack
emissions within environmentally safe levels, given a sufficiently capable emission
control system or Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT). He stated that
anything less than complete system efficiency will have an adverse impact on living
systems and cumulative bio-concentration effects resulting from even minimal
guantities being released. Mr. Larose also discussed concerns regarding the
monitoring of emissions, the limitations of the detection process, and the limitations
of the filtration process. He stated that effluents from incineration cannot be purified,
irrespective of the sophistication of the emission control technology used.

Mr. Larose responded to questions of the Committee.
KERRY MEYDAM, 3838 TRULLS ROAD, COURTICE, L1E 2L3, REGARDING THE

DURHAM/YORK ENERGY FROM WASTE ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT
STUDY

Ms. Meydam appeared before the Committee to request that the April 2008 Joint
Waste Management Group meeting be held in Durham Region rather than York
Region, particularly if the business case is to be considered. Ms. Meydam provided
a copy of her presentation. She also expressed concerns regarding the Ambient Air
Quality monitoring that was conducted from September to November as it is not
representative of what a full year's measurements would show with all seasons
represented. She requested that a complete list be provided of all contaminants that
will be tested as well as all parameters of testing to be done.

LINDA GASSER, 7421 BEST ROAD, ORONO, LOB 1M0O, REGARDING THE
DURHAM/YORK ENERGY FROM WASTE ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT
STUDY

Ms. Gasser appeared before the Committee to express her concerns with the
Energy from Waste (EFW) project. Ms. Gasser provided a copy of her presentation.
She stated she has concerns that the Project Team is not meeting the requirements
of the Terms of Reference for the Environmental Assessment Study. She stated the
Committee's membership may no longer be relevant since York Region's
commitment to capital costs has been reduced to 12%; that the Project Team
deviated from the approved Terms of Reference by separating site selection from
technology decisions; and, a Public Liaison/Community Advisory Committee has
not yet been established. Ms. Gasser stated the JWMG should undertake a review
of its Durham Region citizen membership because of their poor attendance at
meetings. She also discussed the 2008 meeting schedule and requested that all
future EA milestone meetings, such as the business case and Request for Proposal
(RFP) recommendations, be held in Durham Region. She further requested that
the information about the qualified vendors be released to the public and that public
information sessions be held to allow public review of the qualified vendor details
and the business case prior to advancing to the RFP stage.

Ms. Gasser responded to questions of the Committee. Staff also responded to
guestions regarding the Public Liaison Committee.

KAREN BUCK, 58 LEUTY AVENUE, TORONTO, M4E 2R4, REGARDING THE
DURHAM/YORK ENERGY FROM WASTE ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT
STUDY

Ms. Buck appeared before the Committee to express her concerns with the Energy
from Waste (EFW) project. Ms. Buck provided a copy of her presentation. She
discussed the impact on the health of the public as a result of the current air quality
in Durham Region and the impact an EFW facility would have on the current waste
diversion programs. She cited Cape Breton, Nova Scotia as an example of a
municipality that moved away from incineration to the implementation of additional
curbside collection programs, such as composting, and the huge success achieved.
She stated that without resorting to thermal processing, overall waste management
diversion rates of 72% to 86% can be achieved by biologically processing residual
waste. She encouraged the committee to embrace diversion through increased
recycling, composting and producer responsibility rather than risking the health of
the environment and the residents through the implementation of thermal
processing.

Ms. Buck responded to questions of the Committee.

It was
clarified that the business case is not part of the Environmental Assessment
process and will go directly to a Joint Finance & Administration and Works
Committee meeting in April. It was recommended that a link from the project study
website to the Durham Region website should be set up so the public can access
the RFP in its entirety. Discussion also ensued regarding the role of the Public
Liaison Committee.
